YARTS provides convenient connections with Yosemite Park shuttles and tours in
Yosemite Valley, including the free shuttle that stops at each YARTS stop in
Yosemite Valley. There is also a free shuttle available in Tuolumne Meadows that
has stops at many trail heads .
